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STAYING AHEAD OF THE CURVE: CPCU SOCIETY DALLAS SYMPOSIUM TO SPOTLIGHT KEY REINSURANCE ISSUES

Texas Railroad Commission Chairman Elizabeth Ames Jones to Speak

MALVERN, Pa., Aug. 22, 2011 –– Reinsurance professionals will soon have a unique opportunity to stay out front of the latest trends in a turbulent economy.
On Wednesday, Sept. 28, the CPCU Society and the Reinsurance Interest Group will present a symposium on "Current Issues Facing the Industry." The symposium will take place at the Hilton Anatole-Dallas, 2201 N. Stemmons Freeway, Dallas, Texas.
